Having done all we could we watched on in sadness as our 
Market Place was inundated with water.  Like so many 
caught off guard by the rivers rapid rise, the best laid 
plans did not enable us to save all our stock.  Heart 
breaking for our volunteers who have invested so much 
time and energy to see their hard work engulfed in mud, 
but true to form they were back in there the minute the 
waters went down. A massive clean up effort, made 
bearable by many hands and the warmth of community 
spirit that shone through.

As always you donΩt have to look far to see plenty worse 
off then us - families who lost everything ,  people left 
homeless,  our own Carolyn washed out of her rental 
property. The process of rebuilding is now well underway 
and we look forward to being part of the solution for 
people looking to rebuild their lives when the Market 
Place reopens after Easter.  And then thereΩs Lismore and 
the war in the Ukraine - we have little cause to complain!!

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So grateful to our community - volunteers, local businesses, 
service clubs and all who give their time, donations and 
fundraising initiatives continually showing they value the 
work we do. Like the team from McDonald Dental and the 
Gympie Sports Club who ran a wonderful auction event last 
Saturday with money raised for flood affected 
organisations.

Through your support our service continued to grow, 
despite the adversities. In the Jan - March period Little 
Haven cared for 339 clients providing 7530.5 occasions of 
service, compared with 273 clients and 6344 occasions of 
service in the correlating quarter last year.  
Growing our team too (see over) along with 5 new 
volunteers, Vicki, Suellen, Jenny, Merv and  Karen inducted 
on Wednesday. Welcome all!

My husband Richard and I moved to Gympie 7 years ago. He was a secondary teacher @ Cooloola Christian College and 
Victory College.  His passion other than teaching was to restore motorbikes, building them sometimes from scratch.  Richard 
loved going for motorbike rides and would often go for rides with Pastor George and the guys from Victory Church, BMWΩs 
mostly.  He really enjoyed having a Pastor that was so interested in riding motorbikes. We both had found instant family in 
attending the Victory Church from the very moment we walked in. 

As I had given up drama teaching on arrival in Gympie, I had time to enjoy my neighbours, make friends and establish good 
relationships. 

Then, as it so often happens in life Richard was diagnosed with Larynx cancer. He accepted each day as a blessing but after 
diagnosis and radiation he quickly deteriorated. I nursed him at home with the love and support of ΨLittle HavenΩ Palliative 
Care. They treated my darling husband and I with professionalism, respect, dignity and loving care.   

Jackie the bereavement counsellor was an absolute gem to chat with after my 
husband died on our wedding anniversary. 

Pastor George and Margie were brilliant, visiting Richard most days. They  
tirelessly prayed for him, loved on him with care and compassion. 
I have been so blessed to live in Gympie and will miss this beautiful country 
town, its friendliness and its amenities. But now I have moved on to  
commence another chapter of my life, close to my grandchildren.
